STUDENT DRUG TESTING IN SCHOOLS

Recently I've been asked about various aspects of student drug testing and the current state of the law. As
you’re thinking about your policies and practices for the next school year, the following information might
be helpful to keep on hand:

Why do we drug test in the school seiting to begin with? Why should the school be involved? Much of this
reflects the state of the times we’re in and the lack of a cohesive family unit to effectively deal with certain
issues, including drug use. For many, the school setting may be the best or only option for attending to these
types of problems. And prevention is critical for this age group. Teens are especially vulnerable because their
minds and bodies are still developing. Short-term drug (i.e., “experimentation™) use can result in lapses in
judgment, overdose, tragic accidents and the like, while long-term use can result in multiple physical.
emotional and social problems that will last a lifetime. Drug use is never undertaken without risk.

Drug testing in school is primarily about preventing drug use among students as opposed to punishing them
for being caught. Testing—especially random testing—can function as an effective deterrent. The simple
knowledge that testing may occur can give students a “good reason™ to say no to an offer of drugs, thereby
avoiding peer pressure. Additionally, if a student is identified as a drug user through random testing, the
identification can possibly facilitate the process of treatment.

Is student drug use really that big of a problem in America? While drug use in general has declined in recent
years among America’s youth, there are new and different types of problems on the rise: Society appears to
have developed a relaxed perception of the danger of marijuana despite the fact that the drug has been
engineered to be much more potent than in previous decades. Prescription drug abuse and “pill parties™ are
a new trend. Steroid use, once limited to professional-level athletes, is a serious issue in high schools.
Finally, drug use by much younger children is occurring.
